2. On the other side of each card, brainstorm specific 
ways your family can show that type of love to each 
other, to your neighbors, to friends, and to people at 

church. 
3. Punch a hole at the top of each card.  Tie a string to the 

hole.  Then find a foam bowl or plate to punch holes 
around the edge of it.  You’ll need one hold per card. 

4. Use the strings to attach the cards to the plate or bowl 
to make a Love Mobile.  Attach one more piece of 
string to the center of the bowl or plate and hang the 
mobile where everyone can see it and be reminded of 

how you can love as God loves.
